 The Lord wants us to be interested in what pleases Him. 

“Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will 

of the Lord is...I delight to do thy will, O my God...Teach me 

to do thy will; for thou art my God” (Ephesians 5:17; Psalm 

40:8; Psalm 143:10). We are called to learn about and walk in 

the will of God. It is to be the determining factor in our 

lives. God wants us to forsake the arrogant, self-willed life, 

and humbly seek what is pleasing in His sight.  

 The will of God is revealed to us as we humbly seek Him 

in His word. “Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every 

word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God” (Matthew 4:4). 

We cannot truly walk according to God’s will without regularly 

partaking of His word. If we humbly and consistently feed upon 

the word of God, He promises to reveal His will to us.

His heavenly resources to equip us to do His will. “Now the 

God of peace...make you perfect in every good work to do his 

will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, 

through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. 

God Himself is willing to undertake 

the task of shaping us into His obedient servants. God is 

willing to equip us “in every good work to do his will.”  

 As we walk according to His will, He is to receive all 

the glory and honor. “Whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of
