Corrie Ten Boom was a survivor of the Nazi concentration camp 

in Ravensbruck, Germany. By an error of men and a miracle of 

God, her life was spared just a few days before she and all the 

women of her age were scheduled to die in the gas ovens.  
 

Corrie sat down in an interview with Chaplain Ray to send a spe-

cial message to prisoners: 
 

“Now my friends, I am glad that I can tell you a little bit of what 

I have experienced when I was in prison. In that terrible prison I 

learned the greatest riches of my life, riches, yes! It was the apos-

tle Paul who wrote, when he was in a terrible prison, ‘I count 

everything as loss compared with the priceless privilege, the 

overwhelming preciousness, the surpassing worth and the su-

preme advantage of knowing Jesus Christ my Lord.’ He wrote 

that when he was in the terrible prison. He continued to write 

and became more deeply and intimately acquainted with the 

Lord. That is what happened to me. I got more intimately ac-

quainted with the Lord Jesus Christ. He had promised, ‘I will be 

with you always till the end of the world.’ ”
